Raymond L. “Dutch” Goering

     Raymond L. “Dutch” Goering, 80, Salina, died Wednesday Oct. 25, 2000 at Salina Regional Health Center.

     Mr. Goering was born Nov. 22, 1919 at Elyria and was a resident of Salina since 1946.  He taught junior and senior high mathematics at Holly, Colo., from 1941 to 1942, taught for Bethany College at Salina SAC Air Base, taught a summer session at Sioux Falls (S.D.) College, taught an elementary teachers summer session, edited math pamphlets written by Dr. M. Scott Norton.  He was a math instructor for the Salina School District from 1946 to 1985, was head of the Math Department from 1970 to 1985 and was an athletic coach at Salina from 1946 to 1959, where he was assistant basketball and assistant track coach and head football coach from 1950 to 1954.
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     He was student council sponsor for 18 years at Central High and American Field Service Sponsor for 22 years.  He was a charter member of Sunflower Lions Club, an original member of Rearwin Scholarship Fun, and a member of Board of Directors for United Way of Salina, Board of Directors of the United Methodist Church 1952 to 1955, Board of Directors of Youthville for Salina and Board of Missions for United Methodist Church.

     He was president of KNEA, Salina from 1960 to 1961, a member of Higher Education KNEA, president of Kansas Association of Teachers of Mathematics from 1968 to 1969, and was national representative for Kansas to the National Council of Teachers of Mathematics from 1969 to 1971.  He lectured at National Mathematics Conventions and was a member of North Central Evaluation teams for high schools.  He was a member of a group selected by the State Department of Education to formulate guidelines for the certification of mathematics teachers of Kansas, received the Master Teacher of Kansas in 1980, was inducted into the Kansas Teacher Hall of Fame in 1986 and received the Alumni Citation of Merit from McPherson College in 1991.

     He was preceded in death by a daughter.

     Survivors include his wife Dorothy of Salina; two daughters, Sandra L. Merriam of Muscatine, Iowa, and Joyce Norris of Wichita; a brother A[missing] of Neodesha; two sisters, Mary Wedel and Hilda Stucky, both of Moundridge; three grandchildren; and a great-grandchild.

     The memorial service will be a 1 p.m. Saturday at First United Methodist Church, Salina, the Revs. Kenneth Trickle and C. Diane Watters officiating.  Inurnment will be private.
