Clinton Webber

EMPORIA -- Clinton James "Clint" Webber, 76. Emporia, died Saturday, June 30, 2001, at an Emporia nursing home.

Mr. Webber was registrar at Emporia State University until he retired. He served in the Army Air Corps in the European theater during World War II.

He was born Sept. 8, 1924, in Bartlesville, Okla., the son of Clinton F. Webber and Georgia E. Fox. He graduated from Westport High School in Westport, Mo., and earned a master's degree in education at Wichita State University.

Mr. Webber was a member of First Congregational Church in Emporia and Ball-McColm Post No. 5 of the American Legion in Emporia.

He married Shirley McCoulough. She died in 1964. He later married Jacqueline R. Lackey on Feb. 25, 1966, in Wichita. She survives.

Other survivors include two sons, Clinton J. Webber Jr., Wichita, and Dennis Kush, Tustin, Calif.; two daughters, Cynthia J. Ramsey, Salina, and Rae-Lynn Shofner, Lenexa; 14 grandchildren; and seven great-grandchildren.

Mr. Webber also was preceded in death by a son, Roger Kush, and a daughter, LuCinda Tucker.

Mr. Webber was cremated. Memorial services will be at 10:30 a.m. Friday at First Congregational Chapel in Emporia. Inurnment at Leavenworth National Cemetery in Leavenworth will be private.

An article in the Salina Journal around August, 1954 has some additional details of Webber’s life:

Started at Rockhurst College of Kansas City, Mo. in Sept., 1942 but after one semester entered the service.


He returned to Rockhurst in Sept. of 1946 after the war and continued both summer and winter classes.  He played football for two seasons.
He graduated in August of 1949.


He was assistant coach at Rockhurst high school in Kansas City.


He moved to Ark City where he coached the junior high school for four seasons.


In 1953 he became head coach at Ark City where his team won eight and tied one, capturing the Ark Valley League title.


At Salina High he used the standard T-formation with flanker variations.


He coached at Salina High for the 1954 and 1955 seasons, then became coach at Ark City Junior College.
