David, who was a native of Salina, born January 22, 1939, was known by his nickname “Dolfong” by all of his friends and classmates.  Despite predictions by Mr. Simpson, our high school counselor, who steered David away from “college preparatory classes” David went on to graduate from Fort Hayes State College and earned his PhD in clinical psychology from Southern Illinois University in 1970.  
During the next 30 years, David worked his way up and became manager of the statewide programs for children who were severely inflicted with mental illness both in Arizona and California.  As State director, he testified as an expert throughout the west coast of the United States.  
When David retired in 2009, he moved to Coos Bay into a residential cabin near Coquille, Oregon.  
From 1955 David was a motorcycle enthusiast until his death.  Both he and Jerry Cunningham purchased 1957 Harley Sportsters during their first year of production.  David had a passion for reading and writing fiction and non-fiction novels, mainly for his own enjoyment.  For those who knew him, he was a brilliant and unique individual, one of kind, who will be dearly missed all of his motorcycle buddies, family and friends.
